SHOW STEWARD RESPONSIBILITIES
The judge or show steward shall maintain the right to refuse any exhibitor the privilege of showing in any event should his or her conduct be deemed unsuitable to the dignity of the show, or should his or her horse be considered dangerous to the welfare of any or all participants or spectators at the show. Unsuitable conduct in and out of the ring can be one or both of the following situations:

· Unnecessary physical force above and beyond reasonable schooling

· Extensive use of profanity

SHOW ETIQUETTE

Exhibitors, parents and other onlookers are not to approach the judge about problems, questions, etc. This is considered improper show etiquette. The proper procedures for questions or concerns are to contact the appointed EWHA Show Steward. The steward will determine what action should be taken.  

Any un-sportsmanship manner observed and reported to the Show Steward will be addressed in the following ways:
1) verbal or written warning

2) asked to leave the show grounds

3) termination of EWHA membership

BACK  NUMBERS

All exhibitors must use a number provided by EWHA.   Exhibitors may either purchase a laminated number through EWHA or a number will be available at each individual show at no charge.  Participants will not be able to use their own back numbers unless it has been assigned  by EWHA.  If you purchase a back number it may be used again the following year for a renewal fee.    No personal names, initials or other identifiers should be placed on back numbers.
HAZARDOUS WEATHER

The show steward has the authority to cancel any show due to weather conditions that are life threatening. There will be a waiting period to see if the conditions improve. If conditions remain threatening, the show will be cancelled.

POINTS AND AWARDS

· To accumulate EWHA points, the exhibitor must be an EWHA member. Points

         will be awarded for all approved classes held at approved shows.

· The EWHA member must show three (3) times in an approved class to qualify for year end award in that class
· Each class will be placed to seven (7) places. This will assure points to be given in the event of a disqualification in the first six (6) places.

· Points will be prorated if there are less than six (6) exhibitors in a class.  Ex.- Four (4) exhibitors in a class, 1st= 4, 2nd= 3, 3rd= 2, 4th= 1.  If there are six (6) or more horses in a class, points will be given as follows:  1st= 6, 2nd= 5, 3rd= 4, 4th= 3, 5th= 2, 6th= 1.

· In the event of a tie for year end champion or reserve champion, the tie will be broken based on the highest number of first (1st) places followed by seconds(2nd), thirds (3rd) etc.

· Under no circumstances will points be transferred from one division to another should an error be made in entering.

· A horse may be shown in more than one age division, however a horse may only be exhibited one time per class per approved show
· For Year-End awards a high point showman and reserve high point showman award will be given in the following divisions:

(For the following Divisions, Halter and Open classes WILL NOT count)
· Walk/Trot 10 & Under
· 12 & Under
· 13-15
· 16-19
· 20-39
· 40 & Over 
CALCULATION FOR DAILY HIGH POINT IS THE DISCRETION OF THE SHOW ORGANIZATION/COMMITTEE THAT SPONSORS THE SHOW.

AGES OF HORSES AND EXHIBITORS

· For showing purposes, the age of an individual on January 1st of each year shall be maintained throughout the entire show year.

· Following the actual date of foaling, any horse or pony shall be considered one year older on January 1st of each year.

· All Junior horses must have a copy of their papers on file with EWHA before

        they may show in Junior classes.

JUNIOR HORSE

The Junior horse is to be 5 years of age and Under. The Junior horse may be shown in a Bosal, Snaffle Bit, or Shank Bit. Legal bits are described in the Rule Book. A Junior horse shown in a Bosal or Snaffle Bit will be shown with two hands. A Junior horse shown in a legal Shank bit will be shown one handed. Proof of age will be required upon request of show management.

SENIOR HORSE

The Senior horse is to be 6 years of age and older. The Senior horse may be shown in a Shank bit. Legal bits are described in the Rule Book. The Senior horse may only be shown in a legal Shank bit with one hand. There will be no exceptions. Proof of age will be required upon request of the show management.

                SOUNDNESS
· Animals must be serviceable in all classes
· If a horse’s lips, nose, or sides show signs of broken skin, rawness, or bleeding the horse shall be eliminated from showing.
· Any horse that is affecting the safety of others may be excused from any class by the judge.




                STALLIONS

· All stallions one year of age or older must be handled and shown by those aged 19 or older.




                   PONIES

· For the purpose of this show association, ponies must be 56” and under. A ½” allowance is made for shoes.

· Ponies must be measured annually by a EWHA Show Steward prior to the entering any EWHA show classes. Ponies may be measured at any EWHA show. Points will not be awarded until an official measurement has been recorded. A card will be issued showing the pony’s official height.
· Pony classes are for persons 18 years or younger. If a person 19 years and older exhibits a pony, the animal must be shown in the person’s respective age division. The exception to this is the Pony Halter class. Any age person may exhibit in the Pony Halter.

                                         HALTER DIVISION
· Open to mares, geldings and stallions. In all halter classes, horses are to be led into the ring wearing a halter or suitable headgear for their breed.
· Horses are to be shown in hand at a walk and trot.  The horse will be judged on conformation, movement, manners and finish.
· Any horse that is double-registered with AQHA and APHA  registries may choose to show in either the AQHA or Other Registered halter, but must remain in the chosen class for the entire season.
· The color halter class is an open class based 80% on color and 20% on confirmation.
· Adults may show a pony in the Pony Halter Class.
                                          SHOWMANSHIP DIVISION

· English or Western attire may be worn in showmanship classes. Attire must be consistent with the horse’s headgear.
· In showmanship classes, the horse is the means through which the contestant exhibits his or her ability to show a horse in hand.  Therefore, no consideration shall be given the horse other than fitting and grooming.
· Judging techniques and procedures will vary according to the individual judge’s preferences so no specific pattern is given in these rules. All showmanship rules will apply to any judging patterns.
· All horses shall be in hand at all times. The horse should be able to set up quickly, stand quietly, pivot, walk, trot, and back freely.
· The exhibitor should be positioned in a safe manner as to keep the horse in the best position when presenting to the judge.
· The exhibitor shall always lead the horse from the horse’s left (near) side.
         Faults include, but are not limited to:

· Not having the horse under control at all times.
· Failure to recognize and correct faults in the horse’s position
· Kicking the horse’s legs into position.
· Failure of horse to lead properly and stop before turning
· Turning in an unsafe manner
· Loud voice commands to the horse
· Over showing and under showing
· Blocking judge’s view
· Causing judge to move to avoid being stepped on or bumped
· Improper equipment or attire 
                        2 & UNDER LUNGE LINE
The purpose of showing in 2 & Under Lunge Line is to demonstrate that the horse has the movement manners/expression/attitude, and conformation to become competitive under saddle.

· The Horse will be judged on a) movement; b) manners/expression/attitude;

 c) conformation suitable to future performance under saddle

· The conformation inspection will occur prior to the lunging demonstration.

· Exhibitors will be given 90 seconds to exhibit the horse at all three gaits in both directions. An announcement of "half" will be given to indicate to the exhibitor the halfway mark of the pattern.

· NSBA rules and guidelines will be applied. For further information on Equipment, Attire, and Scoring of demonstration, please refer to the NSBA Rulebook. This can be found at www.nsba.com
ENGLISH PERFORMANCE EVENTS
       APPOINTMENTS OF THE SADDLE SEAT RIDER
· Clothing must be clean, neat, and workmanlike.
· In Equitation classes, the rider is to wear a saddle seat type coat of conservative color
· In Pleasure classes, the rider may wear a day coat.
· Rider is to wear Kentucky jodhpurs that match or look well with the coat, a vest that matches or looks good with the coat, a tie in a matching or complimenting color: a derby or soft hat, and Jodhpur boots.
· Optional – gloves, spurs of the unrowelled type and whips.
        APPOINTMENT OF THE SADDLE SEAT HORSE

· Flat English type saddle
· Dressage saddles are acceptable
· Full or Pelham bridle for senior horses
· Full, Pelham or snaffle bridle for junior horses
· Cavesons and brow bands should be decorated
· Prohibited – boots, martingales and tie downs
       APPOINTMENTS OF THE HUNT SEAT RIDER

· Clothing must be clean, neat and workmanlike
· Rider to wear a hunt style coat of conservative color, breeches in traditional shades and colors, hunt cap, and either dress boots or field boots
· A tie, stock, choker, or rat catcher is required
· Optional – vest, gloves, spurs of the unrowelled type, crops and bats
       APPOINTMENTS OF THE HUNT SEAT HORSE

· Forward seat English saddle
· Dressage saddles are acceptable
· Snaffle, Pelham, or full bridles, all with plain leather brow bands and cavesons are permissible for Senior horses
· Snaffle bridles with plain leather brow bands and cavesons are permissible for junior  horses
· Prohibited – boots, martingales, tie downs, dropped, flash or figure eight nose bands
A judge may penalize a horse with legal but non-conventional equipment
                        BITS – ENGLISH  DIVISION

MOUTHPIECES

· Nothing may protrude below the mouthpiece ( bar)
· A port on either a solid or broken mouthpiece may not exceed 1 ½” in height
· A broken mouthpiece may be two or three pieces. The connecting piece may be a ring of 1 ¼” or less outside diameter or a flat bar with a maximum length of 2” and measuring between 3/8” and ¾” top to bottom. The connecting piece must lie flat in the horse’s mouth
· All mouthpieces must be at least 5/16” in diameter as measured 1” from the cheek
· Mouthpieces  may be smooth, corkscrew, slow twist, straight or ported
· Mouthpieces may be stainless, sweet iron, copper or rubber
· Mouthpieces may have copper inlays or may be latex wrapped
RINGS

· Rings may be loose or offset “O”, “D”, eggbutt, full cheek or kimberwick style
· Snaffle rings may not exceed 4” in diameter



            ENGLISH PLEASURE

THE GOOD PLEASURE HORSE SHALL GIVE THE DISTINCT IMPRESSION OF                    


BEING A PLEASURE TO RIDE

· Horses will be judged on movement, manners and the inherent quality of the above statement
· Horses will be judged to their breed standard

· Horses will walk, trot and canter both directions of the ring
· The judge may request horses to extend gaits, hand gallop or back
· Horses are to reverse either toward or away from the rail and continue in the same gait they were in when the reverse was called
· Riders will not be asked to reverse at the canter
· Riders will not be asked to change horses
· Horses will be called off the rail either collectively or individually at the walk or trot



            ENGLISH EQUITATION

· Judges will design and post the required patterns before the first class of the day
· Rail work is optional
· Different patterns may be used for each age division
RIDERS WILL BE JUDGED ON:

· Seat
· Hands
· Performance of the horse
· Suitability of the horse to the rider
· Appointments of horse and rider
Results as shown by the performance of the horse are not to be considered more important than the method used by the rider in obtaining them

SADDLE SEAT

· Riders should convey the impression of effective and easy control while establishing and maintaining a secure seat
· Foot position should be toes forward, heels down and ankles flexed slightly inward. Irons should be placed on the ball of the foot with pressure on the entire width of the sole
· A vertical line drawn from the rider’s shoulder and downward shall pass through shoulders, hips and heels. No swaying of the legs should be visible
· Hands should be held in an easy position – neither perpendicular nor horizontal to the saddle. Hands should demonstrate sympathy, adaptability and control
· The reins and rider’s forearm shall form a straight line from the horse’s mouth to the rider’s elbow. The method of holding the reins must be consistent with the type of equipment being used.  Both hands shall be used and all reins must be picked up at the same time. Bight of the reins should be on the off (right) side.
HUNT SEAT

· Riders should have a workmanlike appearance. Seat and hands should be light and supple.
· Toes should be at an angle best suited to the rider’s conformation. The ankles should be flexed allowing the heels to be down and the rider’s calf to contact the horse slightly behind the girth area. Irons may be on the toe or ball of the foot 
· Hands should be over and in front of the horse’s withers, slightly apart, and making a straight line from the horse’s mouth to the rider’s elbow. Knuckles should be 30 degrees inside the vertical
· The method of holding reins must be consistent with the type of equipment being used. All reins must be picked up at the same time.



WESTERN PERFORMANCE EVENTS

       APPOINTMENTS OF THE WESTERN RIDER:

· Clothing must be clean, neat and workmanlike
· Riders are to wear a Western hat or protective headgear
· Long sleeves
· Western style pants (jeans are acceptable)
· Belt
· Western boots
OPTIONAL - Spurs, gloves, coat, vest and neckwear

PROHIBITED – Splint Boots (except in reining classes), martingales, tie downs, caveson,                           roping or barrel reins




      BITS – WESTERN DIVISION

BOSAL
   Means the use of a flexible, braided, rawhide, leather or rope bosal; the core of which may be

   either rawhide or flexible cable. Absolutely no rigid material will be permitted under the jaw,  

   regardless of how padded or covered. This rule does not refer to a so-called mechanical 

   hackamore
SNAFFLE BITS

      MOUTHPIECES

· Mouthpieces are to be round and smooth. They are not to be wrapped with any metal (including copper). Latex wrapping is acceptable. Mouthpieces may be inlaid as long as the mouthpiece remains smooth.
· Mouthpieces may be 2 or 3 pieces. The connecting piece may be a ring of 1 ¼” outside diameter or a flat bar. The flat bar may not be more the 2” in length and must be between 3/8” and 3/4” as measure top to bottom.  The connecting piece must lie flat in the horse’s mouth.
· Mouthpieces must be at least 5/16” in diameter as measured one inch in from the cheek and may have a gradual decrease to the center of the snaffle.
RINGS

· Rings may be loose, fixed, or offset “O”, “D” or eggbutt

· Maximum ring size is 4”

CHINSTRAP – Optional

· Must be flat leather

                                      STANDARD WESTERN BIT

MOUTHPIECES

· Unported broken mouthpieces follow the rules for mouthpieces under the heading “Snaffle Bits”

· Ported broken mouthpieces may not have a port higher than 3 ½”. Rollers and covers are acceptable

· Unbroken mouthpieces are to be round and smooth. They are not to be wrapped with any metal (including copper). Latex wrapping is acceptable. Mouthpieces may be inlaid as long as the mouthpiece remains smooth. The bar must be a minimum of 5/16” as measured 1” in from the cheek.

· Ported fixed mouthpieces may not exceed 3 ½” in height. The port may be flattened metal as long as it is smooth

· Nothing may protrude below a mouthpiece. Extensions and prongs are strictly prohibited
SHANKS

· The maximum length of the shank is 8 ½”

· Shanks may be fixed or loose, but may not slide on the mouthpiece more than 1/8”

REINS

      BOSAL

· A traditionally tied mecate is to be used

· Mecate may be horsehair, mountain rope or nylon

· Reins are to be held with both hands

      SNAFFLE BIT

· Split reins are to be used

· Reins are to be held with both hands

STANDARD WESTERN BIT

· Either split reins or romal reins are permitted

· Split reins - the tail of the reins must fall on the same side as the rein hand

                         -  only one finger is permitted between the reins

· Romel reins - the romel may be held, provided hands are kept at least 16” apart.

                             - no fingers are permitted between the reins

Only one hand may be used for reining (unless riding a Junior horse 5 & Under with a Snaffle bit) and it may not be changed.  Second hand may be used to adjust the reins, provided hands are kept at least 16” apart.

· Horses will be judged on movement, manners and the inherent quality of the above statement
· Horses will be judged on their breed standard

· Horses will walk, jog and lope both directions of the ring
· The judge may request horses to lope with forward motion or back
· Horses are to reverse either toward or away from the rail and continue in the same gait they were in when the reverse was called
· Riders will not be asked to reverse at the lope
· Riders will not be asked to change horses
· Horses are to be called off the rail either collectively or individually at the walk or jog



          WESTERN HORSEMANSHIP

· Judges will design and post the required patterns before the first class of the day
· Rail work is optional
· Different patterns may be used for each age division
      RIDER WILL BE JUDGED ON

· Seat
· Hands
· Performance of the horse
· Suitability of the horse and rider
· Appointments of the horse and rider
Results as shown by the performance of the horse are not to be considered more important

than the method used by the rider in obtaining them

      WESTERN

· The rider should sit in the saddle with the knees slightly bent and weight directly over the balls of the feet. The stirrups should be short enough to allow the heels to be lower than the toes. Feet may be placed in the stirrup at the ball of the foot or “home”. Riding with only the toes in the stirrups will be penalized.
· The body should always appear comfortable, relaxed and flexible
· Reins are to be carried above or slightly in front of the saddle horn
· Riders should sit the jog. The seat at the lope should be close to the saddle and going with the horse’s movement
      Walk/Trot 11-15/16 & Over Divisions
These divisions are intended for inexperienced horses or riders who are not ready to lope/canter in a show setting.  The same horse/rider combination are not eligible for any other classes.
· This class will only show at the gaits of walk and jog or trot

· Any age horse is permitted

· Tack is to follow the specifications found in either the English Division or the Western Division of this rulebook

· If a horse/rider combination leaves this division during the year it cannot return. However the points toward year-end awards will remain

· The judge may ask horses to back

       WALK/TROT DIVISION

· Exhibitors must be 10 years old or younger

· Exhibitors are not eligible for other age divisions or pony classes

· Exhibitors may show in their respective halter classes

· The required gaits are the walk and the jog or trot

 APPOINTMENTS OF HORSE AND RIDER

· As described in the English and Western sections

· Attire and equipment must be consistent for horse and rider

      LEAD LINE DIVISION

· Exhibitors must be 10 years old or younger
· The walk is the only gait in this class
· The horse will be lead by a person on the ground
· Exhibitors are not eligible for other age division or pony classes
· Exhibitors may show in their respective halter classes
       APPOINTMENTS OF HORSE AND RIDER

· As described in the English and Western sections
· Attire and equipment must be consistent for horse and rider
HELMET RECOMMENDATIONS

It is highly recommended that all participants in horse shows and practice events wear protective headgear. There will be no discrimination against protective headgear even if the style does not match the style of riding.

REINING
“To rein a horse is to guide him, but also to control his every movement.  The best reined horse should be willingly guided or controlled with little or no apparent resistance and dictated completely” – NWRA

· Each rider is required to perform the specified pattern individually

· The judge will choose the pattern for the day

· The judge may request the riders drop their bridles upon completion of the pattern

· Reining classes are to be ridden in Western apparel and equipment

· Protective boots are optional

            SCORING

· Each maneuver in the pattern is scored individually based on quality, control, calmness and ease

· The judge tallies the final score for the pattern

PATTERNS

· Patterns are to be worked as stated, not as drawn. The drawing is an aid to give a general idea how the pattern will look in the arena and will be posted at show.
· Markers will be placed on the rail at the center of the arena and 50’ from each end wall. When a pattern designates a horse should stop after a marker, the horse should begin its stop only when beyond the marker

· Each pattern is drawn so the bottom of the page represents the end of the arena the contestants enter
Reining and Western Riding patterns will be those designated by the MIHA, so as to be on the same MIHA schedule. These can be found at www.miha.org and will additionally be provided by EWHA.



                         EWHA BY-LAWS

ARTICLE I: Membership

Section 1. The membership of this club shall consist of regular members who have been 
 

admitted to the membership by paying their annual dues.

ARTICLE II: Rights, Privileges and Dues

Section 1. This club was chartered under the name E.W.H.A. and its members shall be     


privileged to exercise such rights as are therein conferred and such additional   


special privileges as are granted by these by-laws

Section 2.  The membership shall be comprised of members who have met the due
requirements. Board members will be the only members with voting 

                  privileges with the exception of the General Membership Meeting. At the General   

Membership meeting, each adult member in attendance will be given one vote.

Section 3.  The secretary will keep attendance records at each meeting

Section 4.  The dues shall be, $40 single membership, $55 family membership. If you 


provide  a $20 sponsorship with your membership, your fee will be reduced by 


$20.00. In order to be eligible for yearend awards, the membership must be turned 

in by your first show.
Section 5.  A copy of the by-laws shall be provided to each member/member family. 



Additional copies can be requested for a fee of $2.00 per copy.

ARTICLE III: Board of Directors

Section 1. The club shall be governed by a Board of Directors consisting of 7 regular 



members in good standing who shall be elected for a period of 2 years. The past 


president shall hold a board position for one year after their term is up bringing 


the Board of Directors to a total of 8 members.

Section 2.  The Board of Directors shall hold special meetings, either by call of the president 




or by any two directors upon 24 hour notice to all board members. Three directors 



shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business

Section 3.  All regular monthly meetings will be at the discretion of the current Board of  


Directors.
Section 4.  The general membership shall operate the club in the arranging of all competition



and projects; but they shall not be empowered to borrow money or to pledge the 



assets of the club without the approval of a majority vote of Board members. 

Article IV: Officers

Section 1.  The officers of the club shall be President, Vice President, Secretary and 



Treasurer. They shall be elected by the Board of Directors at the December



meeting by a majority of the vote of the Board members present and shall not 

be absent, unless excused for any 3 consecutive meetings or a new officer will be elected.

Section 2.  Board members will be elected at the Annual Awards Banquet. Each adult 



member will be given one vote

Section 3.  PRESIDENT: It shall be the duty of President to preside at all meetings of the 



club and Board of Directors, to call through the Secretary to otherwise, all



meetings of the club or Board of Directors: to have general supervision of all



the affairs and business of the club; and when so authorized by the Board of


Directors, to execute through the Secretary, all written contracts, agreements, or 



conveyances on behalf of the club. The President shall be an ex-officio member of



all committees. The President shall serve on the Board of Directors for one year



after his or her term is up

Section 4.  VICE PRESIDENT: The Vice President, in the absence of the President, shall



perform the duties of the President

Section 5.  SECRETARY: The Secretary shall keep full and accurate minutes of all the 


meetings of the club and of all board proceedings in books provided for that 



purpose at each meeting; keep a true account of all membership. To provide a 


current list of the membership upon request; to notify the Board of all complaints,



issue newsletters to the members and perform other duties as may be prescribed 



by the club

Section 6.  TREASURER: The Treasurer will pay all bills upon approval of the Board 



members; preserve and keep all records of financial correspondence of the club;



keep an accurate account of financial affairs of the club, issue notices of 



delinquent dues and perform such other duties as prescribed by the club.
ARTICLE V: Show Committee

Section 1.  A maximum of 10 show dates will be approved E.W.H.A. The first sanctioned



show of the year shall be no earlier than the first Saturday of May. Organizations 



having held previous sanctioned shows will receive first consideration for 



approval of shows by E.W.H.A. the following year. Any show date not renewed



by the organization having that date may be applied for by another organization

Section 2. Applications for show dates must be mailed to Show Committee Chairman. Dates


will not be taken over the phone. Postmarks will determine the dates of 



applications. A $30.00 deposit to E.W.H.A. must accompany all applications for 



show approval. This deposit will be returned to the applying organization if the



show date is not sanctioned. Applications for show dates must be submitted by 



February 1. If more than one organization applies for the same date, the 



organization with seniority for that date shall be used to determine priority.

Section 3.  To avoid withdrawal of E.W.H.A. sanction, loss of deposit and unnecessary 



reprinting costs, a copy of the proposed show flyer, the date and location of the



show must be submitted for approval to E.W.H.A. before March 15. Any flyer



received after March 15 will be charged a $50.00 fine

ARTICLE VI: Club Year and Meetings

Section 1.  The club year shall be the 1st day of April through the 31st day of March the 


following year

Section 2.  An annual meeting of regular members shall be held at the awards banquet



each year.

Section 3.  Special meetings may be called by the President, or upon written application



by 5 regular members in good standing

ARTICLE VII: Amendment of By-Laws

Section 1.  These by-laws may be amended by any annual meeting of the club, or at any



special meeting called for that purpose by a majority vote of the members present;



provided that not less than 10 days notice of any special meeting, and the 



proposed changes in the by-laws shall have been given to each member/member



family addressed to his/her last known post office address.

ARTICLE VII: Dissolution

Section 1.  In the event of dissolution of E.W.H.A., any assets remaining after current year



liabilities, shall be donated to 2 or more non-profit horse related organizations at



the discretion of the current Board of Directors
